Building Letter Writing Accuracy with Air Writing
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	Activity Type: Building Letter Writing Accuracy

	Activity Form: Game

	Grade: KS1 or  Dyslexic students

	Group Size: Small Group

	Length: 10 minutes

	Materials:  none needed

	Goal: Given a written letter, the student can write the letter with accuracy.
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What to do
1. Before starting, divide students into pairs. Sit students so that each pair is facing the same direction (i.e. sitting next to each other, not facing each other). 
2. Tell the students “you are going to play a game with your partner. One person will go first. S/he will use an index finger to write a letter in the air. The other person will try to guess the letter that s/he wrote.”
3. Call on a pair of students to come to the front of the room to demonstrate this.  Ask one of them to choose any letter and write it in the air. Get them to write the letter first in uppercase (capitals) and then in lower case. 
4. Give the second student 2 chances to guess the letter that was written in the air. 
5. Tell the students that this is exactly what they are going to do in pairs. Remind students that, when it is their turn to write, they must write the upper case letter first and the lower case letter second, and write this as an example on the white board as a visual reminder. 
6. Also remind the students, to give their partner 2 chances to guess the letter and write “ 2 goes” on the whiteboard as a visual reminder. If the second student doesn’t guess the letter correctly, then the first student may say what the letter was. 
7. Ask the students if everyone understands how to do this.
8. Observe small groups of students play the game. For the students who struggle, give them help and make a note of what they struggle with.
